12. Import of intoxicants - (1) No [intoxicant} shall be imported unless-
(a) the [State Governmefifjas given permission either general or special, for import ;
(b) such conditions (if any) as the [State Governmendly impose have been satisfied ; and

(c) the duty (if any) imposed under section 28 has been paid or a bond has been executed for the payment
there of.

(2) Sub-section (1) shall not apply to any article which has been imported into]findia and was liable
on such importation to duty under the Indian Tafirr Act, £884the Sea Custom Act, 1878.

(3) Clasus (a) and (b) of sub-section (1) shall not apply to liquor manufactured ijindia and declared
under section 4 to be forign liquor.

13.Export and transport of intoxicants - No [intoxicant] shall be expoted to transported unless -
(a) the duty (if any) imposed under section 28, or

(b) of the article was prteviously imported, the duty (if any) imposed on its importation und@inttian
Teriff Act, 1984] or the sea Customs Act, 1978, has been paid, or a bond has been executed for the
payment thereof.

Provided that, in the case of duty-paid foreign liquor other than denatured spirit such passes shall be
dispensed with unless the [State Governmant] shall by notification otherwise direct with respect to any
local area :

Provided also, unless the [State Governnmiestthll otherwise direct, that no pass shall be required for
transport of any [intoexicarftexported under a pass issued by an officer duly authorised in this behalf from
any place beyond the limits of [Utter Pradésh]any other place beyond the said limits.

16. Grant of passes for import , export and transport- Passes for the import, export or transport of
[intoexicantsf may be granted by the collector.

Such passes may be either general for the definite periods and kinds of [intoegricapéicial for special
or specified occasions and particular consignments only.
